COMMERCIAL FISHERMEN CHARGED
FOR ILLEGAL USE OF GILL NETS

On Monday, September 12, 2011, District Justice Sue Mack heard
testimony at a preliminary hearing that was held in the Erie County
Courthouse regarding charges that were filed against the owners of
Erie’s last commercial fishing operation, Jerry and Aaron Mathers doing
business as the “Last Fisherman”.

PFBC’s Waterways Conservation Officers filed these charges against the
fishermen in August for the illegal use of gill nets and other related offenses.
The arrest followed an investigation that was begun by WCO’s last May.

Gill nets were outlawed for use in commercial fishing in 1996. The funds
were raised by the sale of the Lake Erie Stamp to sport fishermen to
compensate the commercial fisherman for the loss of their ability to fish
with gill nets. Except for Jerry Mathers all of the other licensed commercial
fishermen chose to go out of business. Jerry Mathers chose to continue
fishing using trap nets.

Testimony at the hearing revealed that the fishermen had incorporated gill
nets into their trap net operation by using them as leads into the trap. Fish
were being illegally caught in the gill net leads. District Justice Mack bound
the charges over to court where they could be heard in a trial by jury.

It would be a shame if our last commercial fishing operation would cease
to exist. Perch and Walleye dinners could disappear from the menus of
our local restaurants. Our non-fishing public as well as tourists would miss
their perch dinners.
